but not any other plastics
+ Clothing and textiles - in carrier bags
 Batteries and mobile phones - in a clear
bag in your box.
The following items cannot be put in your green box:
» Cardboard

« Cardboard - this goes in the brown bin
« Grass mowing

* Window or broken glass
« Tree branches & leaves

+ Other plastics
* Prunings and twigs
* Flowers and plants
* Moss and weeds

/ » Shredded paper

Brown Bin

Wrapping paper
* Yellow Pages
The following items cannot go in a brown bin:

* Food or kitchen waste

+ Cat or dog faeces
* Vacuum dust or fire cinders
