It’s been an interesting few months, slotting in my ministerial
responsibilities with my on-going commitment to you as your
constituency MP. In the constituency the main issue of concern
remains housing, with vigorous debates taking place in Wantage,
Grove, Didcot and the surrounding villages, and Wallingford,
about the amount of housing and where it should be built. No one
is ever going to be happy when new homes are built near where
they live, and I do not envy our local councils having to make these
decisions. In the coming months, Parliament may pass a Bill to
give villages and towns the right to apply for additional housing
where they want it, which may change the nature of the debate.
Despite the recession, this area continues to do well economically.
The huge investment in science at Harwell and Culham is being
maintained, which means more businesses will open at Milton Park,
and the new business park at Harwell. | visit a lot of the businesses
at Milton Park, and am constantly amazed at the innovation which
is taking place on our doorstep.

The war is never far away, and in Didcot a plaque has been dedicated
at the war memorial for the bomb disposal regiment based there,
as well as an express train run by First Great Western. It was a
privilege for me to visit one of our local soldiers in Birmingham
who had been recently injured.
